PARK BOARD MINUTES

JANUARY 9, 2013

Members Present: Tony Nelson, Jacob Robinson, Mark Winkels, Dianne Schmidt, and Nancy Eichman, Deputy Clerk

Members Absent: Kevin Kullot

Guests: Mayor Tyrel Clark

Call to Order: Co-Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

Approve Agenda: A motion was made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to approve the agenda.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: Minutes of July 11, 2012, November 14, 2012, and December 12, 2012 could not be approved due to a lack of an appropriate quorum that attended the meetings.
Recommendation of Chair and Co-Chair to the Park Board for 2013: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to recommend to the City Council Kevin Kullot as Chair and Jacob Robinson and Co-Chair to the Park Board for 2013.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Park/Maintenance Update: Robinson reported to the board the following updates from the Public Works Department:

· New trees in West Side Park were planted on October 9, 10, 11, and 12 by the Eyota Public Works.  Mark Allen and his Sentence to Serve Crew planted approximately six trees.  Jerry Knowlton donated the use of his post hole digger to dig the holes for the trees.  No other volunteers helped.
· The Maple Tree damaged by vandals in Sunrise Park has been replaced.  The tree was purchased and delivered from Sergeants.  The tree was planted by Eyota Public Works.
· Summerfield’s new playground is completed.  Mulch has been installed.  More mulch will be needed.  Suggestion is to use some of Freedom Park’s or order extra when ordering for Freedom Park.  Two volunteers helped complete the playground project.
· The Rainbow Play System from Freedom Park has been sold for $900.
· The Ice Rink is up and going.

Parks:

A. Freedom Park:

1. Equipment and layout plan – After discussion of the concern of the difficulty in moving too much playground equipment that could be broken in the transition and then not getting replaced properly; concrete being broken up and hard to replace in order to make more parking spaces, the board discussed removing the existing shelter by the playground equipment.  There was consensus by the board that new plans are to be drawn up.  
2. Mailing of letters to businesses regarding advertising sign rental – There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council to have city staff send the businesses including Pepsi Company, the letter regarding advertising sign rental.  The letter should state the sign rental can be at West Side Park and/or Freedom Park.  All voted in favor.  The motion carried.
B. West Side Park:
1. Discussion on rental of advertising signs on back of ball field 

scoreboards – After some discussion, the board discussed the possibility of have a nice sign saying “WEST SIDE PARK.”  with or without a logo (example: train logo).  There was also discussion as leaving the back of the scoreboard as is.  No action taken.

2. Location of Signs: Half-Mile Loop Sign, Frisbee Golf Course Map Sign – There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to recommend to the City Council to place the Half-Mile Loop sign at the east end parking lot on the path near the ball field fence and to place the Frisbee Golf Course Map sign at the beginning of the Frisbee Golf Course facing the park bench.
Summer Recreation:  

There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council Mark Winkels as the 2013 Summer Recreation Director.  All voted in favor.  The motion carried.

Winkels reported to the board the summer recreation registration dates at City Hall on Tuesday, March 19 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM, Thursday, March 21 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM, and Saturday, April 6 from 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM.

All activities will be held at West Side Park.  This year boys and girls will be in separate classes.  Girls softball will offer a 10 & Under and 12 & Under team and participate in the Winona County League on Monday nights.  All other activities will have two to three game nights.  The days for the activities will be Monday/Wednesday, or Tuesday/Thursday.  The times will be mornings 9:30 – 10:30 AM and evenings 5:30 – 6:30 PM.  The Director, after the registrations dates, will determine if all the activities, dates and times are going to happen determined by the number of participants signed up.  
The summer recreation program will follow the National Weather Service Heat Index.  Cancellation of activities due to heat factors will be determined by the Summer Recreation Director.
There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council the Summer Recreation Ad/Schedule/Information packet provided by Winkels with minor suggested modifications.  All voted in favor.  The motion carried.  See, Exhibit “A.”
Other Business: Winkels reported that a Pine tree at West Side Park at the bottom of the snow hill is partially shaved off.  Consensus of the board was to check it out in the spring.  No action taken.

Adjourn: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:12 PM.
