PARK BOARD MINUTES

NOVEMBER 13, 2013

Members Present: Judy Brandt, Jacob Robinson, Dianne Schmidt, Kevin Kullot, Kurt Holst (arrived at 7:13 PM), Mark Winkels (arrived at 7:11 PM), and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Tony Nelson

Call to Order: Chair Kullot called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Brandt to approve the agenda.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Approve Minutes:  There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to approve the minutes of the October 9, 2013 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Park/Maintenance Update: Kullot reported to the board the updates submitted from the Public Works Department:
All park bathrooms have been winterized and closed for the season.

West Side Park: The pavilion roofing and siding have been completed.  The ceilings were painted using Mark Allen’s Sentence-to-Serve crew.  New trees have been planted.  The proposed walking path extension going north through West Side Park was marked out by WHKS Engineers.  Some willow trees along the west edge of the park have been removed.  City Maintenance will be removing a dying Ash tree that is along the walking path.  The wood chipper works GREAT!  Some new cracks are showing up in the existing walking path.  City Maintenance recommends those cracks be filled next year the same time crack filling is done in the streets.
Bush Court: The light for the American Flag pole.  The solar light that was going to be purchased is a seasonal item.  It will be purchased in the spring.  The cost should be less that $70.  If this application does not work to illuminate the flag other options would be to install a fuse box, underground wiring and outdoor light for the flag.  The board questioned if this solar light would light up during the winter months when there is not much sunlight.
Park Board Term Expirations – December 31, 2013:
Judy Brandt and Dianne Schmidt’s park board term will expire December 31 of 2013.  Judy will decline renewing her term.  Dianne will accept another three year term (December 31, 2016).
There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Robinson to recommend to the City Council to accept the decision of Judy Brant to decline another Park Board term and to recommend to the City Council to accept the decision of Dianne Schmidt to renew another Park Board three year term (December 31, 2016).  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Discussion of Prioritizing Items from Goals List to Get Completed in Spring of 2014:
After much discussion the Park Board listed the following items they would like to have completed:

1. At West Side Park, the women’s bathroom stall needs to be expanded.  

2. New soap dispensers installed in the bathroom parks. Robinson reported 

    that he has seen the newest dispensers that are installed directly into the

    wall.  The spout is the only thing outside of the wall.

3. At Sunrise Park, playground upgrades: purchase of a digger/bench/repair 

    of handicap ramp.  In the budget is $3,000.00.  Robinson will check on 

    prices.

Kullot requested to receive from the City Accountant a financial report from the date of the installation of the pop machine to the present on the income and expenses of having the pop machines at West Side Park. 
The Park Board would also like the City Clerk to explain the amount of $12,215 remaining to be paid on the West Side pavilion roof and siding project.  The board wants to know where the money will come from and whether it will be with 2013 or 2014 budget money.
2013 End of the Season Community Garden Report:  See, Exhibit “A.”

After some discussion on the report, Winkels questioned how the Community Gardens committee can get people to volunteer when they paid their fees for the plots.

Kullot suggested that the person who is in charge or manages the Community Gardens should be present and give the end of year report to the Park Board (as the Summer Recreation Director does).  The report should be an end of the year account statement.  The report needs to be itemized showing where the money is going and for what.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:50 PM.
