PARK BOARD MINUTES

DECEMBER 11, 2013

Members Present: Judy Brandt, Kevin Kullot, Kurt Holst, Jacob Robinson, Dianne Schmidt (arrived at 7:04 PM), and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Tony Nelson and Mark Winkels

Call to Order: Chair Kullot called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.
Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Brandt to approve the agenda with the following additions: #6 Park Board Vacancy, #7 SHIP (Statewide Health Improvement Program), and #8 Fees Schedule.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Approve Minutes: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Robinson to approve the minutes of the November 13, 2013 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Park/Maintenance Update: 

A. West Side Park – Women’s Bathroom Upgrade: Dividers/Doors:

     Chair Kullot reported to the Park Board a Park/Maintenance update by Boice of      

      Public Works on the following items:

· The cost to remove brick stalls dividers in the women’s bathroom and install metal dividers to give more room in each stall.  See, Exhibit “A”.  An estimate from Woodruff Company of Rochester for three dividers and four doors.  The extra door would replace the existing plywood door in the men’s bathroom at West Side Park.  The estimate was $2,700.  The Woodruff Company suggested using HDPE (High Density Poly Ethylene – plastic) in the public restrooms instead of metal.  The HDPE stands up better to vandalism.  The cost for metal would be approximately $2,400.  A savings of $300.  Boice’s recommendation would be to go with the HDPE.  By installing a new divider, you could gain approximately 8” on the west side of the west stall.  The hand dryer would have to move over the sink to allow for the divider placement.  For handicap accessibility we would need  to keep a minimum of 30 inches (15 inches from the center of the sink out on both sides).  The center divider can be moved so an equal distance would be reached in both stalls.  This distance would be approximately 17.5 inches between the center of the toilet and the divider wall in each stall.  To remain handicap compliant the east divider wall cannot be moved.  42 inches is the minimum distance allowed between the toilet and the divider wall in the handicap stall.  
· Suggestion on moving the toilets back towards the wall to give more knee space.  The existing toilets are 2 inches away from the wall and are as close to the wall as they can be.  The Park Board questioned what the measurement from the front of the toilet to the door was.  Possibly the door could be moved out in order to gain more knee space.  Will have Boice check it out.  No action taken.
B. Soap Dispensers:
· Park Board requested information on soap dispensers that would mount in the wall.  Boice did not find any information on this style of dispenser.  The City purchases cleaning supplies from ZEP manufacturing.  He will check on the cost of metal “jackets” that would mount over the soap dispenser.  No action taken.
C. Sunrise Park Upgrades:
     Robinson reported to the board information on the cost for two pieces of playground 

     equipment (sand diggers).  The cost is $950 each.  The total cost with freight and tax 

     is $2,164.22.  See, Exhibit “B”.   The Park Board inquired about a “spinner.”  

     Robinson will check on the cost and determine if there is enough room for three pieces 

     of equipment.  Robinson’s suggestion for placement of the playground equipment 

     would be the NW corner.  The board discussed the cost and money in the budget.  A 

     suggestion would be to ask Council for approval on use of Gaming Money. 
2013 End of the Season Community Garden’s Detailed Report:  Tyrel Clark reported to the board that the income for 2013 was $420. 24 plots (18 regular plots ($15) and 6 raised bed plots ($25 for 2 beds).  The expenses totaled $320 (Mulch: $200), (Compost: $90) and (Advertising $30).  The money is kept in the General Fund and not in the Parks Fund.  Next year no mulch will be needed.  The City will get compost again from the Olmsted County Incinerator.  Water for the gardening is not being charged.  Costs should be lower next year.  The Community Gardens had a set-up day, mulch day, and a clean-up day.  Robinson stated that there was an unanswered question from last month’s meeting on How can a gardener be expected to volunteer when they pay gardening fees?  Clark answered that it states in the gardener’s contract that gardeners are expected to do volunteering of two hours minimum.
Pop Machines at West Side Park: The City Accountant submitted a statement on Ballfield Donations and Expenditures.  See, Exhibit “C”.  Kullot reported to the board that the two pop machines at West Side Park are not making any money as he hoped.  After some discussion the consensus of the board was to have secretary Eichman call the Pepsi Company and ask if they wanted to be in charge of managing the machines otherwise the City would like the machines removed.  There was discussion on the leftover pop from the pop machines at West Side Park.  Kullot will check if the school fundraiser organizations would like to purchase the pop at a discount price.
Park Benches: Clark reported he found online benches for sale.  They are wall mounted benches from the Metrodome.  They are 8’ long and 22” wide metal power coated benches.  Clark purchased 7 benches for a total cost of $465.00.  The high school agriculture class will change the benches to be base mounted.  The approximate cost will be $100.00.  There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Kullot to recommend to the Council to reimburse Clark for the benches in the amount of $465.00 and the high school in the amount of $100.00.  Total cost of the benches to be $565.00.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Park Board Vacancy: Jacob Schleusner applied for the Park Board vacancy.  See, Exhibit “D”.  There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the Council to appoint Jacob Schleusner for the Park Board vacancy. The position would be a three year term expiring December 31, 2016.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
SHIP – Statewide Health Improvement Program: Robinson reported to the board that he attended a meeting with city staff and Kelly Corbin of Olmsted County Public Health who spoke on information regarding a Community Physical Activity Grant.  It is a mini grant eligible for up to $10,000 that must be used by November 2015. A plan would need to be established to create good health for parents, kids and the whole community, by decreasing obesity and reducing the number of people who use tobacco or who are exposed to tobacco smoke.  The grant would be a two program.  The first year a plan would be designed (assistance would be given by Yaggy and Colby Engineering) and a survey completed.  The second year after the plan is completed, the City would apply for the grant.  After much discussion, there was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the Council to pursue this SHIP grant.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Fees Schedule: Last year the discussion came up to raise the summer ball teams’ fees dependent upon the Council hiring a summer helper for the ball fields and park maintenance.  The Council did budget for 2014 the summer help.  There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Kullot to recommend to the Council to raise the summer ball team fees from $40.00 to $80.00 per team dependent on the Council hiring a summer helper.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Robinson to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:37 PM.
