
CITY OF EYOTA
PARK BOARD MINUTES

FEBRUARY 12, 2014

Members Present: Dianne Schmidt, Jacob Robinson, Kurt Holst, Mark Winkels, Kevin Kullot (arrived at 7:12 PM), and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Tony Nelson and Jacob Schleusner

Call to Order: Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Holst to approve the agenda.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Holst to approve the minutes of January 8, 2014 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance Update:
A. City Maintenance Report – purchase of soap dispensers for city parks:
Boice of Public Works submitted some styles of soap dispensers.  See, Exhibit “A.”
After some discussion there was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to recommend to the City Council to purchase five soap dispensers, The ClassicSeries Surface-Mounted Soap Dispenser on page 144, #D in the amount of $37.21 per dispenser.

All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

B. Park Use Policy/Park Reservation Application Forms – Revised:
After some review and discussion, There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Kullot to recommend to the City Council the revised Park Use Policy with the change of summer teams paying $80 instead of $40 per team.  Also to add to the bottom of the page “Revised 2014.”  On the Cleaning/Maintenance Check Lists for Ball Dugouts, Concession Stand and Park Shelters the following changes were noted:

Park Shelter Check List good as is.  Concession Stand Check List: #6 “If used scoreboard monitors please set back in charger.” Change to read as: “If used the scoreboard remotes plug into the battery charger.  Ball Field Maintenance Check List: #4 “If using scoreboard monitors please return to the concession stand and place on the battery charger.”  Change to read as: “If used the scoreboard remotes return to the concession stand and plug into the battery charger.” To add #5 to read as: “Return concession stand key to City Hall.” All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried. See, Exhibit “B.”

There was discussion on dragging the ball fields with an ATV.  The ordinance states no ATV’s allowed in the city parks unless licensed as a handicap vehicle.  There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Kullot that “a four-wheeler” should be allowed in the parks to drag the ball fields.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  Council representative Holst will take this subject to the next council meeting for discussion.

Any Other Business:

Secretary Eichman gave a FYI report relating to a Regional Trails meeting Mayor Clark attended with MnDOT (Minnesota Department of Transportation) in attendance.  The discussion was on the designing of the roundabout on the intersection of HWY 14 & 42. The roundabout would eliminate the need for an overhead bridge for the regional trials.  This would be a substantial savings.  The roundabout speed limit is 20-25 mph range when going in and through the intersection.  Plans are in the works.  The bidding process would be in December 2014 with construction begin date in 2015.  
Mayor Clark also spoke with Arbor Gardens staff regarding the interest of benches to be placed along the trails path near Arbor Gardens.  Clark gave the information to Kelly Corbin of SHIP (State Health Improvement Program) and Mark Engel of Yaggy Colby Engineering firm.  Engle can use this information when completing the park maps for the Inner City Trails and Safe Routes to School Project.
Secretary Eichman reported to the Park Board a recommendation from the Safety Coordinator regarding an inspection completed on January 5, 2014 at the West Side Park warming house.  In the warming house on the north wall is an electrical panel.  It has its locking hasp broken.  Recommended repairing hasp and using a light lock mechanism to secure the cover to discourage vandalism or mischief.  In lieu of repairing the hasp, a screw could possibly be installed to discourage unauthorized access.

Robinson reported to the board that a member of the Summer Arts Program Board gave a suggestion of having students design and construct park benches for along the trails and bike paths.  No action taken.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:40 PM.
