PARK BOARD MINUTES

FEBRUARY 13, 2013

Members Absent: Kevin Kullot (arrived at 7:05 PM)

Guests: Brad Kullot

Call to Order: Co-Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

Approve Agenda: A motion was made by Winkels and seconded by Robinson to approve the agenda with an addition 4.B. Summer Recreation Schedule Notification Letter.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: A motion was made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to approve the July 11, 2012 meeting.  Winkels, Schmidt and Kullot voting in favor.  Robinson abstained as he was absent for the meeting.  The motion was declared carried.
A motion was made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to approve the November 14, 2012 meeting.  Robinson, Schmidt and Kullot voting in favor.  Winkels abstained as he was absent for the meeting.  The motion was declared carried.
A motion was made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to approve the December 12, 2012 meeting.  Winkels, Schmidt and Kullot voting in favor.  Robinson abstained as he was absent for the meeting.  The motion was declared carried.
A motion was made by Robinson and seconded by Winkels to approve the January 9, 2013 meeting.  Robinson, Winkels and Schmidt voting in favor.  Kullot abstained as he was absent for the meeting.  The motion was declared carried.
Park/Maintenance Update: Chair Kullot reported to the board the following updates from the Public Works Department:
· Ice rink is being well used.
· A complaint was received about people smoking in the warming shed.  A “No Smoking” sign has been installed in the warming shed.

· There is an old unused volleyball court east of the water tower.  Weeds are beginning to take it over during the summer months.  Public Works Supervisor’s suggestion would be to remove the sand and replace it with dirt and then seed the area with grass seed.
· Wooden Train at West Side Park: There is much maintenance work to be done on the train.  The Tank Car needs reinforcement in the middle part of the car.  Public Works needs discussion and direction as to repair/rebuild with new maintenance free composite/plastic decking, or remove the train.  A possibility would be to shorten the train to two cars.  This would leave space if considering adding a sand box.
After some discussion it was the consensus of the board to discuss at a later date what to do with the unused volleyball court.  Also the board was in consensus to have public works do maintenance repair work to the train.  No sections of the train should be eliminated.  The wood boards should be replaced as needed and to stain the train.  Winkels will discuss with Public Works ideas to reinforce the middle section of the tank car.
Parks:
Weed Control – FYI to the Park Board.  The City Council approved on January 24, 2013 to contract with TruGreen Lawn Services to spray the city parks in spring and fall for the cost amount of $3,312.00.
Freedom Park – Equipment and Layout Plans: Robinson reported to the board that he spoke with a sales representative from Flanagan Sales, Inc. regarding Freedom Park playground equipment.  See, Exhibit “A.”  The quote for the playground equipment, freight and tax included amounted to $28,752.58.  

After some discussion there was consensus by the Park Board to exchange the Raft Rider priced at $2,300.00, to some other type of animal structure other than what is at West Side Park.  To eliminate the Tire Swing priced at $2,850.00, the Bongo Panel priced at $992.00, and the Maypole priced at $2,630.00.  Kullot reported to the board that he spoke with the sales representative regarding the cost of freight at $1,792.00.  The sales representative told Kevin that he would cut the cost in half (approximately $900.00) by shipping the playground equipment at the same time another city’s equipment was being delivered.  By cutting the price of freight in half, this would decrease the tax cost also.
Robinson will report back to the Flanagan Sales Company on the changes made tonight.  He will ask for an updated drawing and price list and bring back to the next meeting.
West Side Park – Sand Box: After a discussion.  No action was taken.

Freedom Park – Fencing: Kullot reported to the board that the backstop fencing needs replacing.  He received two quotes from Sutherland Fencing.
The cost to install the 20 foot backstop with 6 foot high line fence is $6,248.00.  The cost to install the 20 foot backstop with 8 foot high line fence is $6,760.00.  The cost for tear out of the old fence is $400.00. 
Council representative Nelson told Kullot that he will have Public Works give him the email address and/or phone number for the State of Minnesota Cooperative Purchasing Agreement.  Kullot can compare prices on fencing.
Summer Recreation: Winkels reported to the board that changes were completed to the summer recreation schedule and will be forwarded for approval at the next City Council meeting.

Summer Recreation Schedule Notification Letter – See, Exhibit “B.”  Winkels asked the board for discussion on any changes to the draft letter.  Consensus of the board was to delete the first sentence and begin with “Summer Rec will be holding the majority of its activities at West Side Park and Freedom Park.”  On the second paragraph the second sentence “The summer rec schedule should be complete by the second week in August with the exception of the girls’ softball schedule which is completed by Winona County.”  Change to read as:  “The summer rec schedule should be completed by the second week in April with the exception of the girls’ softball schedule which is completed by Winona County.  Brad Kullot from the audience asked Winkels what his reasoning was for scheduling all activities at West Side Park.  Winkels responded the following:  For supervision reasons, liability reasons, and because it is the equipment garage’s location.  After much discussion, Winkels felt that something could be worked out with the travelling and men’s softball teams’ time and location game scheduling. Winkels said he won’t know the number of activities that will be offered until after the last registration on April 6.
There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council for approval the summer recreation schedule notification letter after the requested changes are made. Winkels, Robinson and Schmidt voting Aye and Kullot voting Nay (He did not agree with the 5:30 – 6:30 PM activities schedule because it causes conflicts with the men’s and travelling softball teams schedules. The motion was declared carried. 
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Robinson to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:44 PM.
