PARK BOARD MINUTES

MARCH 12, 2014

Members Present: Dianne Schmidt, Jake Schleusner, Jacob Robinson, Kevin Kullot (arrives at 7:05PM), Mark Winkels (arrives at 7:10PM) and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Tony Nelson and Kurt Holst

Call to Order: Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7 PM.

Approve the Agenda: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Schleusner to approve the agenda with an addition: Add to #3 Summer Recreation Program Update, Item “D.” Summer Recreation Coaches Request for Time Off Application Form.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Approve the Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to approve the minutes of February 12, 2014 meeting.  The motion was declared carried.

Public Works Update: Chair Robinson read the report given by Public Works Boice.
The ice rink is closed for the season.  The porti potty is scheduled to be picked up.  The warming shed is locked.  New hand soap dispensers are here and will be installed when the restrooms are opened for the season.  Sunrise Park playground area: The fall zone for a “Stand and Spin” piece of playground equipment is a radius of 13 feet 7 inches around the play event.  The fall zone for a “Super Scoop” piece of playground equipment is a radius of 6 feet around the play event.  With the information, there is room on the west side of the Sunrise play area (north of where the picnic tables are) for: Option “A” one “Stand and Spin” AND one “Super Scoop.  Option “B” two “Super Scoops.”  The west side of the play area is the only place where a play event could be added.
After some discussion the consensus of the board was to ask families that are frequent visitors of this park on what style of playground equipment they would like to see installed.  No action taken.

Update on Women’s Bathroom Stalls at West Side Park:  Secretary Eichman reported to the board from Boice of Public Works that there is no more room to move the bathrooms stalls out to be widened.  This is a standard requirement for handicap accessibility.  Boice suggests that if the stalls cannot be widened there would be no reason to change the stalls.  The board questioned if there are three bathroom stalls in the women’s bathroom.  Kullot voiced that something needs to be done.  No action taken.

Update on Park Bench Alterations by the High School: Robinson reported to the board that he has been on leave of absence from the school and will be returning     March 24.  His welding class will be working on the benches.  Robinson says the project is doable for completing the project by the time school is out.
Letters to Businesses Regarding Advertising Signs at Freedom Park: Eichman reported to the board that Kullot requested letters be mailed to businesses asking if they would like to have installed an advertising sign at Freedom Park.  The businesses would purchase the sign and the City would lease a spot for each sign to the advertiser for $150 per year.  Eichman reported that she mailed the letters to businesses on March 6, 2014.  One sign lease payment was received this week.
Summer Recreation Program Update: Director Mark Winkels reported to the board information on the summer recreation program.  See, Exhibit “A.” Registration flyers were given to the school to hand out to Pre-K to 6th Graders.  Dates of Registrations are: Tuesday, March 18 and Tuesday, March 25 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM and Saturday, April 5 from 9:00 AM to Noon.  Information will be placed in the school “Eagle”, Channel 19, and the City Website.  A mass email was sent to all previous summer recreation participants.  Summer Recreations job applications will be taken March 17 to April 11.  The pay is $10/hr.  Winkels reported that he has six coaches from last year that are interested in reapplying.  Winkels reported on a new form for coaches wishing to take time off.  This form would help in scheduling when more than one coach wants the same time and day off.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:15 PM.
