PARK BOARD MINUTES

MARCH 13, 2013

Members Present: Kevin Kullot, Kurt Holst, Jacob Robinson, Mark Winkels, Tony Nelson, and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Dianne Schmidt (arrived at 7:06 PM)

Call to Order: Chair Kullot called the meeting to order at 7 PM.

Approve Agenda: Addition to #5. Any Other Business: A). Discussion of Council member to fill the Park Board vacancy.  There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Robinson to approve the agenda with the addition.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Robinson to approve the minutes of February 13, 2013 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Park/Maintenance Update: The ice skating rink is now closed for the season.  Winkels reported a safety concern.  He saw a chunk of ice drop from the roof over the service door at the ice warming house at West Side Park.  City Maintenance could attach some plastic brackets to place over the door to prevent possible ice dams.

Parks:

Freedom Park – Equipment and Layout Plans: See, Exhibit “A.”

Robinson reported on the changes made from last month’s meeting on the equipment and layout plans at Freedom Park.  Flanagan Sales, Inc. new quotes with the requested changes totaled $16,612.65.
Fencing for ball field backstop:  See, Exhibit “B.”

Kullot reported to the board that he received two quotes.  Sutherland Fence quote for the cost to install a 20 foot backstop with 6 foot high line fence is $6,248.00.  The cost to install the 20 foot backstop with 8 foot high line fence is $6,760.00.  The cost for tear out of the old fence is $400.00

Town & Country Fence quote for the cost to install 20 foot backstop with 6 foot high line fence is $9,100.00.  The cost to install the 20 foot backstop with 8 foot high line fence is $9,995.00.  The cost for tear out of the old fence is $1,250.00.

There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council to purchase the playground equipment for Freedom Park from Flanagan Sales Inc. in the amount of $16,612.65.  To purchase the 20 foot backstop with 8 foot high line fencing for the ball field backstop at Freedom Park from Sutherland Fence in the amount of $6,760.00. (Tear out of the old fence will be done by City Maintenance). The total purchases amounting to the sum of $23,372.65.  The Park Board has $20,000.00 in the budget.  They are $3,272.65 over budget.  To recommend to the City Council to use Gambling Funds and Ball Field Sign Advertising funds to cover the remaining expenses.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
West Side Park – Locator and ball field scoreboard remote controls:
After discussion of where to store the locator and ball field scoreboard remote controls, the consensus of the Park Board was to store them in the Concession Stand at West Side Park.  Also, for the City to hand out keys to the concession stand to the ball teams as would be needed.  Nelson, Council Representative, will provide the appropriate key needed for the concession stand.
Summer Recreation:
Summer Recreation Director Winkels reported to the board that he sent out a massive email to parents letting them know the times and dates for summer recreation signup.  The dates are Tuesday, March 19, and Thursday, March 21 from 6:00 – 8:00 PM, and on Saturday, April 6 from 9:00 AM to Noon at City Hall.  The Summer Recreation ad and registration schedule of times and activities were handed out to the school for the children to take home.  City Newsletter, Website and Channel 19 are advertising the information along with the advertising for coaches for summer employment.

Winkels will meet with Brad Kullot from the boys travelling teams on April 16 to discuss the schedule of using the ball fields.
Any Other Business: Discussion on City Council to fill any Park Board Vacancy.

After some discussion, it was the consensuses of the board to have the City Council members fill any vacancies on the Park Board. 

Adjourn: There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:36 PM.
