PARK BOARD MINUTES

MAY 8, 2013

Members Absent: Tony Nelson, and Jacob Robinson (Robinson arrived at 7:23 PM)

Call to Order: Chair Kullot called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to approve the agenda.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2013 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance Update: 
Bathrooms at the parks are now open.

Freedom Park: Old shelter has been removed.  The installation of the backstop fencing at the ball field has started.  Five business advertising signs have been installed.  Two businesses are remaining and Eichman called with a reminder.

Schmidt reported to the board the following requests: Summerfield Park needs a garbage can, a portable potty, the swings need to be lowered (approximately 10” to 1 foot), the baby swing and handicap swing need to be switched facing north, and the City needs to purchase “Round-Up” and deliver to Schmidt.

Parks:
Schedule City Parks Tour - After some discussion, the Park Board decided to tour the parks individually at their own convenience.  The board will email Eichman with their suggestions of short term and long term goals.
Park Donation and Memorial Policy – After review of the draft policy, the board found some typo corrections.  To change the wording “Public Works Director” throughout the policy to read as “Public Works Supervisor.”  There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council the Donation and Memorial Policy with the noted changes. Summer Recreation:

· Coaching Assignments: Hired 25 students for coaching 
· Proposed wages for 2013 is $12,752.00 with a budget set for $13,000.00.  The difference of $248.00.

· The total number of participants for 2013 is 199, compared to the 2012 number of participants as 207.  
Financial Assistance Fee Policy for Summer Recreation: See, Exhibit “C”
Summer Recreation Director Winkels submitted an assistance policy for the Park Board’s review.  After some review, the Park Board made the following changes:

In the first sentence of the financial assistance application it reads: “It is the goal of the Dover-Eyota Summer Recreation program to provide all City of Eyota youth an opportunity to participate in the summer recreation program.”  Change to read as:

It is the goal of the Dover-Eyota Summer Recreation program to provide all community youth an opportunity to participate in the summer recreation program.  The second sentence reads: “The city understands that not all families are financially capable to provide their children the opportunity to participate due to tough financial times, so there is a financial assistance program offered.  Change to read as: The city understands that not all families are financially capable to provide their children the opportunity to participate due to tough financial times. Where the Financial Assistance Application asks for a School Official’s Signature, change to read as: School Official’s and/or County’s Signature.
There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council, with the changes noted, the Fee Waiver Guidelines and Financial Assistance Application as the Assistance Fee Policy for the Dover-Eyota Summer Recreation Program.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
