PARK BOARD MINUTES

JUNE 11, 2014

Members Present: Tony Nelson, Jacob Robinson, Mark Winkels, Kevin Kullot, and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Dianne Schmidt, Kurt Holst and Jake Schleusner

Guests: Mark Engel of Yaggy Colby Associates and Kelly Corbin of Olmsted County Public Health Services.
Call to Order: Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM.

Approve the Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Winkels to approve the agenda with the addition of the Women’s Bathroom at West Side Park.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.
Approve the Minutes: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Kullot to approve the minutes of April 9, 2014 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance:
A. Public Works Supervisor Update: May & June Update:  At West Side Park, the skate boards that were repairable have been resealed and reinstalled all on one board.  Bathrooms were officially opened on May 5.  Last fall curb stops that control water service to the restrooms was repaired. The small dirt area north west of the restrooms has been seeded with grass seed. The old wooden edging around the wooden train was removed and new plastic edging was installed. Tree grant: the final planting took place on May 29.  Mark Allen and his sentence to serve crew assisted with the planting.  All deciduous trees that were planted were also mulched using “City” mulch.  Over 40 trees total were planted.  A porta-potty has been ordered to be placed near the ice warming shed.  At Freedom Park, two Ash trees were removed earlier this spring.  Bathrooms were officially open on May 6.  The infield at Freedom Park does have a drain tile installed.  It was installed by former public works supervisor, Gene Staloch and contractor Tom Connaughty.  At Bush Court, a solar light has been purchased and installed on May 8.  At Sunrise Park, the new digger and stand and spin playground equipment were installed on May 13, 2014.  At Stars and Stripes Park, old mulch was removed and new mulch was installed in May 16 in preparation for Memorial Day.  The mulch used was from City trees taken down and chipped by public works.  At Summerfield Park, a porta-potty has been ordered.
B. Statewide Health Improvement Project (SHIP):  Mark Engel of Yaggy Colby Associates and Kelly Corbin of Olmsted County Public Health Services were in attendance.  Mr. Engel handed out to the Park Board a 2014 SHIP (Statewide Health Improvement Project) Programs Project packet.  See, Exhibit “A.”  Mr. Engel then reviewed and discussed with the Park Board the various project topics: 1) Location Map, 2) Sidewalk and Trail Map, 3) Sidewalk and Trail Enhancements Map, 4) Site Photos, 5) Site Photos, 6) Previous Trail Planning, 7) Signage, 8) Bike & Pedestrian Safety, and 9) Creating and Identity.
After much review and discussion, consensus of the Park Board was to have Mr. Engel make the following changes to the SHIP Program Project:

1.  To change the future trail: Beginning on Center Avenue at the Stars & Stripes Park,  

     and crossing the railroad tracks on the east side of the road.  To remove this proposal
     and change the trail to go on the west side of the road at the Freedom Park and to
     connect with the sidewalk already in existence.

2.  To add a Trail Head symbol at the Kwik Trip Store parking lot on Sandstone Drive 
     NW.

3.  To remove the proposed future trails going along County Road 42 from Knowledge 

     road to Fifth Street SW. 
Some discussion as to what things the Park Board would like to purchase with the SHIP grant money was: signage, paint for crosswalks, and bike racks.

Mr. Engel will make the suggested changes and get them back to the Park Board.

West Side Park Women’s Bathroom:

The Park Board would like to have the women’s bathroom remodeled because of lack of width space.  Winkels handed out a drawing of the existing bathroom with dimensions.   See, Exhibit “B.”  After some review and discussion, the consensus of the board was to fix the width problem.  The board will need advice on the handicap rules and regulations.  There was a motion made by Jacobson and seconded by Kullot to recommend to the City Council a proposal to replace the concrete divider with a standard divider.  The board would also like to replace the divider in the men’s bathroom and to replace the door.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.   There was discussion on auto faucets but no action taken.  There was discussion on the bathroom concerns at Freedom Park.  No action taken.
Summer Recreation Program Update:

Director Winkels reported to the Park Board that he gave a list to the City Clerk for Council approval the names for summer recreation employment.  He still needs at least two more coaches for the summer program.  Registrations are still coming in.  

Winkels reported to the board the concern of the adult ball teams leaving beer cans in the dugouts.  Kullot will relay the message to the teams to clean up the dugouts after their games.

Winkels requested that he would like to have foul lines, a center line and boundary lines mowed on the soccer field.

Adjourn:  There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Winkels to adjourn the meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:33PM.
