PARK BOARD MINUTES

JULY 10, 2013
Members Present: Kevin Kullot, Dianne Schmidt, Mark Winkels and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman

Members Absent: Jacob Robinson, Kurt Holst, and Tony Nelson (Nelson arrived at  7:38 PM)
Guests: Judy Brandt and Jacob Schleusner

Call to Order: Chair Kullot called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM as a quorum was present.

Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Winkels to approve the agenda.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Winkels to approve the minutes of the May 8, 2013 meeting with a correction under Summer Recreation Update: change 45 students hired for coaching to read as: 25 students hired for coaching.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park Maintenance Update:
At Summerfield Park: In May the portable potty was delivered.  Garbage can was delivered.  Dirt along east and north side of playground was worked, tilled and seeded, and because of the 4 inches of rain much seed washed away.

At Freedom Park: Dirt area south of the backstop has not been worked or seeded because it is too wet.  Maintenance will try to get in that area to keep the weeds down.  There has been no progress on the shelter removal and playground install because of all the rain.  Kullot has information on additional fence topper for new fencing.

West Side Park: Frisbee golf “map” sign has been installed.  Hole numbers are switched for the Frisbee Golf course.  Loop mileage sign has been installed.  One dump truck load of sand has been added to each volleyball court in July.  Parking lines were repainted at the blacktop parking lot in July.
The bike rack replacement at each park is in progress.  City Maintenance is working to coordinate the cement delivery for the bike rack pads along with some sidewalk repairs that need to be done within the City.  The weather is playing a big factor.  No date has been set as to when these pads will be poured.

Applications for Park Board Vacancy: Two applications for the Park Board vacancy were received.  See, Exhibit “A.”  An application from Judy Brandt and Jacob Schleusner.  The Park Board reviewed the applicants.  Chair Kullot commented that he felt it is a hard decision to make as both are qualified for the position.

There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council Judy Brandt to fill the vacancy on the Park Board.  The position expiration date is December 31, 2013.  With Kullot and Schmidt voting aye and Winkels voting nay.  The motion was passed. 
Summer Recreation Update: Winkels reported to the board that the summer recreation program is going well.  There were a few late registrations and this brought the number of participants for the 2013 year program to 212.  (119 morning participants and 93 evening participants).
Parks:

Results of the Park Board City Parks Inspection: See, Exhibit “B.”
Winkels added to the list of concerns a bleacher seat loosened at Freedom Park (1st bleacher seat on the third base side).  Council representative Nelson will have city maintenance check all seats and request to get it completed before Eyota Days. Also, a request for city maintenance to check the light for the flag pole at Bush Park.
The Park Board would like to have more discussion on the Park Goals and request them to be put on again for the next Park Board agenda.

Parks/Trails City of Eyota Master Plan: See, Exhibit “C.”   
The Parks/Trails City of Eyota Master Plan has been updated by Kullot and Mayor Clark.  Consensus of the Park Board is to remain updating the plan as the new playground equipment for Freedom Park has not been installed yet; the parks need updated pictures and the Park Board need to review the current 2013 goals for any completion dates.  No action taken at this time.

2014 Budget: See, Exhibit “D.”  The Park Board discussed some items that need to begin budgeting for: shelter at Freedom Park, shelter between the two ball fields at West Side Park, shelter update at Sunrise Park.  Begin budgeting for hiring an extra person for mowing the parks during the summer, and possibly installing a basketball hoop at Sunrise Park.

The Park Board requests from the City Clerk an updated budget worksheet to assist the board with their wishes for the 2014 budget.  The board asks to have the budget be put on the agenda again for the next meeting.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
