PARK BOARD MINUTES

JULY 9, 2014

Members Absent: Kurt Holst, Jacob Robinson and Mark Winkels

Call to Order: In the absence of the Chair and Co-Chair, Kullot called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.

Approve the Agenda: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to approve the agenda with an addition under “Other Business”, “Discussion of the Budget for 2015.”  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve the Minutes: There was a motion made by Schleusner and seconded by Kullot to approve the minutes of June 11, 2014 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance:

Public Works Update: Kullot read the parks update from Public Works, Brad Boice.

West Side Park: A dying Willow Tree near the Farmer’s Market area has been removed.  A Cedar Tree that was located on the NW corner of the West volleyball court has been relocated to the North end of the Willow/Tamarack row of trees.  Weather permitting, work on the new section of the bike path will resume next week.  The City Council purchased a push mower to mow the soccer boundaries and the softball foul lines.  Freedom Park: Two Metrodome benches were installed in the playground area.  Two Ash Trees on the East side of Freedom Park near the sidewalk will be removed before winter.  A dug-out bench along the third base line was lowered.  One end was higher than the other.  A water puddle in the parking lot; the Vet Clinic’s water supply runs from North Front Street North, under the Freedom Park parking lot through the outfield under the creek and into the clinic entering the building on the South side.  This supply line is leaking causing the water puddle.  It is the Vet Clinic’s responsibility to repair.      Sunrise Park: Two Metrodome benches were installed in the playground area.                 If any Park Board members have any requests for Public Works concerning Eyota Days let them know.
Eyota Statewide Health Improvement Project (SHIP) New Revised Plans: See, Exhibit “A.”  The Park Board reviewed the SHIP Program Project revisions from Mark Engel of Yaggy Colby Associates.  After much discussion, consensus of the Park Board is to submit to the City Council a list of items that they would like prices on to consider purchasing with the SHIP Grant money.  Following are the requested items: 1) Paint for crosswalks; 2) Wayfinding/Information Signs; 3) Benches; 4) Bike Racks (train theme and/or bike theme).
Summer Recreation Program Update: Games are scheduled for next week.  

Any Other Business: 

Discussion on 2015 Budget: See, Exhibit “B.”

The Park Board reviewed the budget reports of 2013 and 2014 provided by Clerk Knowlton.  After more review and much discussion, the Park Board came up with a list of items they would like the Public Works to get prices on.  Following are some of their budget items requests: 1) Repainting of the playground equipment at West Side Park.  The Park Board would like the project to be at commercial grade. (sandblasted and painted with a commercial grade paint); 2) Red lime for the infield at Freedom Park.  There is $5,000 in the 2014 budget.  The board would like Public Works to get an estimate of how much it would cost to lime this field.  Possibly this could be done this fall.  The cost would determine how much to budget for 2015 for West Side Park;          3) Weed spray for the city parks; 4) Replace the edging around the playground equipment at Freedom Park and Sunrise Park; 5) Two volleyball nets; 6) Add $5,000 for purchase of a mower; 7) Replacement of outside steel doors at West Side Park; 8) Ball field drag.  Kullot requested if the board could get the price list emailed to them before the agenda packet for the next meeting.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Schleusner to adjourn the meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:46 PM.
