PARK BOARD MINUTES

AUGUST 14, 2013

Call to Order: Co-Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Approve Agenda: There was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Winkels to approve the agenda with the following addition: Item #6, Any Other Business: Mayor’s Request: Park Board’s view on people with disabilities using golf carts and either class of ATV’s in the parks for transportation.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve Minutes: There was not the appropriate park board members present to approve the July 10, 2013 meeting.  No action taken.

Park/Maintenance Update: Robinson reported to the board the park maintenance updates:   Twelve picnic tables have been repainted by a high school volunteer. 

Freedom Park: the playground equipment has been installed.  The mulch is to be delivered this week August 5-9.  The bathroom dividers have been lowered by two rows of blocks.  Priming and painting of the interior walls have been completed.  The “out of place” pine tree on the northwest corner of the ice rink at West Side Park has been transplanted into the line of pine trees on the north side of the ice rink.
Stars & Stripes Park: The extension chord has been placed inside the Caboose.

Sunset Square Park: The park sign post has been straightened.  Pea rock has been added under the bleachers by the horseshoe pit to eliminate having to move the bleachers to mow.
Sunrise Park: The old tractor seats have been removed from the Whitcomb bench.  Pea rock has been added to many areas in the playground area.
West Side Park: The ball field fence topper has been installed.  The dugout tin has been replaced and the trim refastened.  The bottom of the fence has been refastened.  The new screen for the concession stand has been installed.  Numbers have been installed on the Frisbee golf baskets.  Dirt has been installed around the solar lights.
Bush Woodland Park: Colored mulch has been added around the park sign.  Both benches from the park have been re-stained.  Winkels reported to the board that there still is not a light at the flag pole.  The flag should not be hung at night without a light.  There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Brandt to have the flag removed until a proper light has been installed.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Summer Recreation Wrap-up: Director Winkels reported to the board an incident that happened on the last day of the swim bus.  The bus had to come back due to defecation in the pool.  A survey went out to family members asking for feedback on how the summer recreation program went and asking for any suggestions on how to improve the program.  Winkels reported that he is finishing end of the season exit interviews with the coaches.  There were 162 families (212 children) that participated in the summer program.

2014 Budget: 
Robinson reported to the board some suggestions for the 2014 budget from Kullot in his absence:
· $1500 to be put away for future ball lights

· $3000 for the purchase of a QAS system.  This is a type of ball field drag

· $5000 to hire a seasonal summer employee to mow parks/fields and other maintenance tasks
· $10,000 to install a 60 x 40 foot basketball court at Sunrise or West Side Park similar to the City of Dover

· $5000 for red lime for all three ball fields

· Possibly increasing the league ball user fees, if a summer employee is hired

City Clerk Knowlton went through item by item the 2014 Park and Park Recreation Program budget with the Park Board.  The Park Board shared their suggestions for projects to be added to the 2014 budget:
1. Hire a seasonal worker for 25 hrs/week for mowing/maintenance work. (Wages & 
    Salary: 230-45200-410.00).

2. Budget $5,000 for Red Lime for the three ball fields.  (General Operating Supplies:
    230-45200-421.80).

3. Budget $10,000 to install a 60x40 basketball court at Sunrise Park OR ice rink/tennis 

    court at the larger area at West Side Park.  (Capital Outlay Other Improvements:
    230-45200-453.00).

4. Budget $3,000 for playground improvements; diggers, benches, handicap ramp for 

    Sunrise Park.  (Capital Outlay Other Improvements: 230-45200-453.00).
5. Budget $4,000 for a new sign at Sunset Square Park.  (Landscape & Signs:

    230-45200-422.50). 
6. Increase the summer league ball user fees to $80.00 per season if a seasonal worker is 

    hired.  (Park User Fees: 230-00000-347.80).
7. Budget $10,000 for a new lawn mower.  (Capital Outlay Other Equipment:
    230-45200-458.00).

8. Budget $5,000 for Bathroom Improvements. (Repairs & Maintenance Buildings:

    230-45200-422.30). 

There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Brandt to recommend to the City Council the above budgeted items for 2014.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Any Other Business:
A. Mayor’s Request: Park Board’s view on people with disabilities using golf carts and 

     either class of ATV’s in the parks for transportation.

Consensus of the Park Board was that they have no issues on people with disabilities using golf carts and either class of ATV’s in the parks for transportation.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Winkels and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 9:02 PM.
