PARK BOARD MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 10, 2014

Members Present: Dianne Schmidt, Jacob Schleusner, Jacob Robinson, Kevin Kullot and Deputy Clerk Nancy Eichman.

Members Absent: Mark Winkels, Tony Nelson, and Kurt Holst

Guests: Mayor Tyrel Clark

Call to Order: Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.

Approve the Agenda: There was a motion made by Schleusner and seconded by Schmidt to approve the agenda with the addition to Any Other Business: SHIP Grant Application.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Approve the Minutes: There was a motion made by Schleusner and seconded by Schmidt to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2014 meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance:

Public Works Update: Mayor Clark reported to the board that Public Works submitted a quote of $2,500 from GP Truck Painting of Chatfield to repaint the red pieces of playground equipment at West Side Park.  The cost includes: sandblasting, setting up, priming, painting, paint and materials.  The City would take down the pieces of playground equipment.  This project would be completed with money from the 2014 budget.

There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to recommend to the City Council to accept the quote from GP Truck Painting to repaint the red pieces of playground equipment at West Side Park for $2,500.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.

FYI, Safety Coordinator’s July Park Inspections: See, Exhibit “A.”  The Park Board reviewed the items of inspections.  No action taken.

Council Approval of 2015 Budget Items: Deputy Clerk Eichman reported to the Park Board that at the August 28, 2014 Council meeting the Council approved and denied the following 2015 budget items:

Approved 2015 Budget Items:

· $4,000 for weed spraying of the City parks
· Added $5,000 more to the previous $5,000 (total: $10,000) for purchase of a new mower

· $3,000 for a ball field drag
· $15,000 for a 60’ x 40’ basketball court at Summerfield Park

· $12,000 for replacement of outside doors at West Side Park Pavilion

Denied 2015 Budget Items:
· No basketball court near the water tower at West Side Park
· No taller, stronger 8 foot fence (able to hang business signs) on the south field at West Side Park
· No ball field lights at West Side Park
West Side Park Bathroom Remodel Costs: See, Exhibit “B.”

After much review and discussion consensus of the Park Board is to request Public Works to seek advice from a plumber on other possible avenues for gaining width space in the women’s bathrooms.  Suggestions are a custom design toilet that would allow more space than the standard toilet; and the plumbing/placement of the holes around the toilets.   No action taken.

West Side Park Bathroom Auto faucets: See, Exhibit “C.”
After review of the recommendations from former Mayor Wes Bussell, there was a motion made by Schmidt and seconded by Schleusner to recommend to the City Council not to purchase the auto faucets for the West Side Park.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  Consensus of the Park Board was to request Public Works to seek advice from a plumber and look into purchasing the “Push Down” button faucets (where water runs for only a few seconds). 

SHIP Grant – Wayfinding Signs Prices: See, Exhibit “D.”
After much review and discussion on the wayfinding signs for Center Avenue NW corner and Center Avenue & Fifth Street consensus of the Park Board were to use the SHIP Grant money to purchase signage only on the Center Avenue NW corner and purchase park benches with concrete pads.  Public Works received a quote from Brandon Industries, Inc for $3,520.00.  After more discussion the Park Board requested to get a quote from Shea Design of Viola. 

Any Other Business: - SHIP Grant Application:  The Mayor requested Iris Clark-Neumann of the office staff to complete the SHIP Grant Application due by December 31, 2014.  The sooner the grant gets accepted the earlier the funding will be provided.
Adjourn: There was a motion made by Kullot and seconded by Schmidt to adjourn the meeting.  All voted in favor.  The motion was declared carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:46 PM.
