yota City Council approved

changes to parking Ordinance
#142: Section 3: Subdivision 3,
stating:

“It shall be unlawful to park, or permit any
vehicle or trailer to remain parked, upon any
alley or street from November 1st to April st
between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m.
or until streets are plowed from curb to curb
during or following any snow fall or signifi-
cant ice accumulation.and in the event of a
continuous and/or substantial snowfall, a
citywide “snow emergency” may be declared
by the Public Works Supervisor or his/her
designee. It shall be unlawful to park on any
city street during the time in which a snow
emergency has been declared, until such time
as the snow emergency is rescinded.”

In looking back at this summer’s street project, considering how many BEGINNING 2016
things were involved (water, storm sewer, sanitary sewer, curb/gutter
and street) and the large construction area, things went quite smooth
with no major issues and the November 7 completion date was met. | The Dover, Eyota, St. Charles

With the exception of the sod. That subcontractor is required to return
in the spring to complete the job and replace any sod that did not grow.
Until such time, the project will not be accepted by the City and war-
ranties do not go into effective until the project has been accepted.
There are a few other items that were always scheduled to be completed
in 2016; such as, additional utility work along Center Avenue and the
second lift (or wear course) of blacktop on all the streets. Thank you to
everybody that was involved, lived in the construction zone, contractors
and even those who just had to drive through.

2016 Street project is moving forward with construction planning. Stay
tuned for the upcoming plans.

The
water rates will also be evaluated
to determine a required rate in-
crease due to normal operating
expense increases and additional
cost to replace the water mains.
