Call to Order: Chair Dana Allen-Tully called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Approve Agenda: Motion was made by Karsjens and seconded by Field to approve the agenda
as presented. Ayes 4, Nays 0. Motion carried.

Approve Minutes: Motion was made by Field and seconded by Karsjens to approve the minutes
of the March 21, 2013 meeting. Allen-Tully, Field and Karsjens voted in favor. Ohl abstained,
as a new member, and was not present at the March meeting. Ayes 3, Nays 0, Abstained 1.
Motion carried.

Urban Chickens: After numerous requests from supporters, the Council requested the
Commission research allowing urban chickens, and if acceptable, to draft an ordinance. The
Commission discussed general regulations and asked staff to work with Ohl to develop a draft
ordinance to review and edit for the next meeting. Suggestions included: maximum six chickens,
no roosters, four square feet per bird, allow a chicken run, no free range chickens, require a
building plan or sketch with permit, no mobile coops, $10 annual permit fee, no disposal in town
(see Chatfield’s) and make available some sort of information on proper chicken care.

Ordinance Establishing the Commission: The ordinance will need to be revised to add the
members will be compensated per meeting. After discussing options, the Commission agreed
wording should be included to clarify there are five voting members, they are required to be a
city resident, and the councilmembers are not counted to make a quorum and will not be voting
members.

Arbor Gardens Expansion Propesal: Knowlton shared that Kristi Clark, planner contracted to
update the city’s comprehensive plan, suggested a conditional use permit be issued for the Arbor
Gardens expansion instead of changing the zoning. The Commission agreed with that suggestion
and found no reasons at this early stage why the expansion would not comply with the city’s
comprehensive plan.

Schedule Meetings: Commission agreed the May, June and July meetings will be on the third
Wednesday of the month.
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Other Business: None.

Adjourn: Motion was made by Field and seconded by Karsjens to adjourn. Ayes 4, Nays 0.
Motion carried. Meeting was declared adjourned at 8:02 p.m.
